The Code requires all projects involving the use of animals to be approved by the Department’s Animal Ethics Committee before commencement. Conditional to this approval is that a written agreement is made between the Department and the owner/manager/nominated person of premises external to the Department where any scientific activities are to be conducted. The agreement must clearly specify the roles and responsibilities of personnel from the respective organisations.
